Hope gives us the  

capacity to participate in 

the struggle, even when no 

end is in sight. 

 

On Easter Sunday I asked 

you what your Easter 

Dream was? Will you dedi-

cate  your life to dreaming 

God-sized dreams for our 

world? Our nation, Our  

community, Our church! 

What would your dream 

be?  How could 

our  church give resurrec-

tion life to others? How 

can others encounter God 

through you? Here are 

some of the answers that 

came to me in conversa-

tions and as hopes and 

dreams offered in  

prayer: 

¶ help people around us 

know that we care, 

¶ give young people a 

safe place to hang out 

and ñde-stress, 

¶ give young families a 

place to call home,

The weeks following 

Easter are a special time of 

joy and reflection as we 

think on the resurrection of 

Jesus and what that means 

for our lives. Christ died 

and rose to save us from 

sin and death, to give us 

new life, and the promise 

of life after death. At 

Easter and every other day 

of our lives Jesus gives us 

hope. 

 

Contrary to optimism 

where one thinks things 

will continue to go well, 

HOPE  arises in the midst 

of gloom, in the midst of 

despair from outside the 

situation. It's dawn's first 

light gleaming through the 

darkness. Hope is  

based not on what I or we 

can do but what another -

even God can do. Jesus did 

not raise himself.  "He was 

raised,"  Paul said.  God 

raised him from  

the dead. 

 

Easter gives hope because 

it promises that what God 

has done for Jesus, God 

will do for believers. The 

resurrection of Jesus is not 

the end but the  

beginning of other resur-

rections to come. 

 

Easter hope isn't always 

about getting hope.  It's 

also about giving 

hope.  Giving hope to those 

in needðlike the fish we  

collected for "One Great 

Hour of Sharing." It's about 

standing for what is  

right. Working with Jesus 

who is campaigning to de-

feat "every ruler and  

every authority and 

power."  "For he must 

reign until he has put all 

his  enemies under his 

feet. The last enemy to be 

destroyed is death." 

Then comes the end when 

He hands over the kingdom 

to God the Father."  If  

Easter were the end of the 

struggle, it's message could 

promise immunity from the 

evil of this world. But 

Easter is the beginning of 

the process. In the interim 

we must immerse ourselves 

in the struggle to undo the
