In our lectionary readings for May 2nd, something new is happening.  In Revelation 21, 

John saw a new heaven and a new earth where Godôs creation will be redeemed and re-

stored. God will be intimately in our midst, and God will dwell with us, redeeming and 

restoring our relationship in the Garden of Eden (Gen. 1-3), and realigning all peoples in 

a New Jerusalem thus restoring and redeeming society as found in Babel (Gen. 11) on 

earth as it is in heaven. 

 

In John 13:34-35, God also calls us to something new: "A new command I give you: 

Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another.  By this every-

one will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another."  This type of love 

is agape love: Godly love that is unconditional, has no bounds, and is sacrificially loving, 

giving, forgiving, and free. 

 

Prior to this discourse, Jesus washed the disciples feet showing them that servanthood is 

the self-sacrificial ministry he expects in his new commandment of love.  In 15:12-14, 

Jesus goes on to say: ñLove each other as I have loved you.  Greater love has no one 

than this, that he lay down his life for his friends.  You are my friends if you do
